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Trial and error file | A-POC toile

Fashion designers use a rough fabric model called a “toile” to develop their ideas. Through
trial and error, the toile is marked, manipulated and tagged until the design is finalized.
The A-POC toile on the right was used to create the dress on the left. The toile serves as an

interface to record thread colors, patterning, gathers and so on.
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Information needs to be indexed | How to record materials
A pencil-drawn pattern, Thread and fabric samples stapled to wired shipping tags. A gath-
er specified in a sleeve. How can you index, record and store accumulated trial and error?
